With the world getting enriched with technological aids, man’s life has become too 

affluent. It is rightly said “Today’s Science is tomorrow’s technology”. With a vibrant 

motive to set up a platform to inspire young minds, KPRIET join hands with 

KPRCAS in organizing a National Exhibition on Science and Technology (NEST 

2019) on the 28th and 29th June 2019. Being an industry driven institute, the exhibition 

has proved to be a pedestal in showcasing the creative and innovative ideas of the 

students for societal development. The objective of the Exhibition is to pave way for 

transforming ideas in Science and Technology into commercial product, as a part of 

extending research activities right from school level and also aims at providing a 

common platform to students to give shape to their innovative ideas and learn from 

each other’s experiences.  

With around 6500 visitors and 100 Schools in and around Coimbatore enrolled their 

budding scientists for the Expo, we had not less than 600 models exhibited under 5 

titles namely: 

¶ TECHNO (Exhibit a new technology) 

¶ ENVIRO (Exhibit for environmental safety) 

¶ SOCIO (Exhibit for social development) 

¶ ECONO(Cost effective, innovative exhibit) and 

¶ STUNNER (Eye catching innovative exhibit). 

Students were grouped under 2 categories as students belonging to 9th and 10th 

enrolled as Category 1 and those of 11th and 12th as Category 2. With a maximum of 4 

members in each team, they were free to choose any discipline as their field to shine. 

Students from various schools showcased static and working models which can be 

used for learning various scientific concepts for children. The objective was not only 

to inculcate a scientific attitude and research-mindedness but also creating teaching 

aids. Arranging themselves in their allotted space, a very enthusiastic performance 

was exhibited by each participant. In addition, we also had the students of KPRIET to 

exhibit around 200 projects as their contribution to NEST 2019. As one entered the 



reception area itself, one could feel the pulse and the magnitude of the event. The 

entire campus was abuzz with activities. The different exhibits displayed by students 

from various schools demonstrated a good degree of innovation and research. The 

exhibits, to name a few, included research projects on, sensors in classrooms to save 

electricity, global warming, bio degradable polythene and robot system to water plants 

using a mobile phone. It was heartening to notice that the students had been inspired 

to conceptualize and initiate their personal scientific journey through self-motivation 

and with a concern for sustainability and inclusivity. 

Apart from the project expo we also had another arena with, a carrier guidance 

programme offered exclusively by KPR IAS Academy, Book fair, Coin expo in 

association with Pollachi Coin Society. And a special retreat was given by Brighture 

Advanced Learning Center in association with SP Robotics Maker Lab, a Premier 

Robotic institute for budding innovators and cutting edge thinkers displayed Robotics 

& IOT kits to perform demo to the students and also to the visitors which fascinated 

the students and teachers alike. 

The exhibits were evaluated by a panel of distinguished judges drawn from the field 

of Science, Technology and also from the Industry. With standard evaluators to 

choose the best of exhibits,  prizes upto 2 lakhs was announced with 10 prizes of 

about Rs.8,000, 5000 and 3000 respectively for winners who got the first, second  and 

the third positions respectively for both categories under each title. 

A valedictory programme was organized on the 29th of June with Dr. 

MylswamyAnnadurai to preside over the event. Dr. MylswamyAnnadurai, by name 

Moon Man is an Indian Scientist currently positioned as the Vice President of Tamil 

Nadu State Council for science and technology. With account less achievements Dr. 

Annadurai was conferred with several felicitations in the form of awards and the most 

prestigious one being the Padma Shri award in the year 2016. Dr. Annadurai is a man 

of diligence with a dream to make India the global leader in space industry. Apart 

from his contributions as a researcher he also instills young minds in choosing a 

scientific carrier. The presence of such an eminent guest to grace the occasion added 

another feather to our cap.
